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WSAA Big Game Awards

The Washington State Archery Association sponsors a Big
Game Award (Stump and Arrow) program to recognize WSAA
member archers who take big game animals with the bow
and arrow. Big game animals considered for this award are
listed in the box below. In addition, turkeys and bobcats taken
in Washington also are eligible for this award. The award
consists of a yew wood “stump” mounted on a black, bell-
shaped base, commonly called the “stump award”.

The recipient’s name is engraved on a silver-like plate at-
tached to the base, and a specially prepared broadhead is
added to the stump, indicating the animals taken. Subse-
quent awards consist of additional broadheads.  To be eli-
gible for these awards, you must have been a member of
WSAA at the time the animal was taken, and you will need
to apply for the award using the application form which can
be downloaded at http://www.crispie.com/wsaa/Quivers/
September%202005%20Quiver.pdf.  The form includes in-
structions for submission.

There are a number of other hunting awards given each year
by WSAA.  Check the September 2005 WSAA Quiver News-
letter (available online at address listed above) for additional
award opportunities.

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Rough Scoring Your Trophy

The Pope and Young club was founded in 1961 in honor
of pioneer bowhunters Dr. Saxton Pope and Arthur
Young . The club advocates and encourages
responsible bowhunting by promoting quality fair chase
hunting on all species of game. Pope and Young
records are officially updated every 2 years, with the
highest scoring animals being judged by a panel of
official scorers. The following information is how to
rough score a rack.

Here is how the scoring system works:

In simple terms measurements are taken of the typical
frame of the antlers first. These include the length of
tines, length of main beams, and circumferences along
the main beam as well as the greatest inside spread
between the antlers. Once the typical frame has been
accounted for, any and all non-typical points are
measured and added into this rough total.  From this
subtotal, or “gross score” as it is commonly referred
to, discrepencies in tine length, beam length, and length
of abnomal points are deducted to achieve a net score.

Typical antlers: There are two categories within the
scoring system for deer: Typical and Non–typical.
Typical scoring gives high priority to symmetry. On a
typical buck both side-to-side discrepancies and
abnormal points count against the final score.

Non-typical antlers: If a buck has at least one
abnormal point Pope & Young permits it to be scored
as either a typical or non-typical at the discretion of
the hunter. An abnormal point is any point that doesn’t
originate off the top of the main beam or any point off
the top of the main beam that appears to be out of
place, not matching the normal spacing of the tines
of the other antler.  When sticker points are long,
whether or not it is considered a typical point comes
down to it’s spacing along the beam and becomes a
judgment call best left to an experienced trained
official scorer.

Official scorers use a ¼ inch wide steel tape measure
to make all measurements. While this may be the
most consistent way to get exact readings you can
get by with using a cloth tape measure similar to those
used by a seamstress. Scores are measured to the
nearest 1/8th inch.

Measuring tines :  The first step in measuring a tine
is to determine where it begins. You’ll need a pencil
to mark this location. On points that come off the main
beam you first have to make a mark across the base
of the tine that approximates the top of the beam.
This is generally done by using a straightedge to span
from the low points along the top of the beam on either
side of the point. This is done on the outside of the
rack. Make a mark on the tine and go to the next one.
Measure from here to the tip of the tine, following the
centerline of the tine along the outside of the rack.

When measuring abnormal points that come off other
points you follow a very similar procedure. First
determine where the edge of the primary point would
be if the point were not there. Make a mark here and
measure from this point along the centerline of the
abnormal point out to it’s end.

Measuring circumferences : Regardless of the
number of points the buck has, you get four
circumference measurements on each beam.
Circumference is often referred to as mass because
it indicates the bulkiness of the rack. All
circumferences are taken at the smallest point
between two tines or at designated locations along
the main beam if the buck has eight or fewer typical
points. The first circumference is taken at the smallest
point between the base and the brow tine. The second
is taken at the smallest point between the brow tine
(called the G1) and first primary typical point (called
G2). If the beam has only two points (three total) the
next measurement is taken 1/3 of the way from the
lst point to the end of the main beam and the fourth is
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Tips

taken 2/3 of the way out. If the beam only has three
points (four points total) the fourth circumference is
taken half way between the last point and the end of
the main beam.

Measuring the Main Beams :  The main beams are
measured along their centerline from the base all the
way to the tip. Measure the length along the outside of
the rack.

Measuring inside spread : Inside spread is the
greatest distance between the beams when measured
parallel to the base. In other words, you can’t angle
the tape in hopes of making the rack wider. The inside
spread cannot be larger than the measurement of the
longest main beam. In other words, if your inside spread
is less than the length of the longest main beam, you
use that measurement. If the inside spread is larger
than the longest main beam, you would use the
measurement of the main beam and not the spread.

When you’re all finished with your measurements, you
total them up and that is your gross score. Just to make
sure you have everything, you should have the following
measurements:

· Inside Spread
· Main Beam x 2 (1 for each side)
· Typical Tines x however many your deer has
· Non-Typical Tines x however many your

deer has
· Circumference Measurements x 8 (4 for

each side)

By following these instructions and looking at the
diagrams on the Pope and Young score sheets you

should be
able to

Helpful Hints for Good
Arrow Flight!

1. Fletch interference generally accounts for
most bad arrow flight.  We spr ay Desenex foot
powder on the fletches before we shoot an arrow
and if the arrow doesn’ t sink too far into our target,
we are able to see if the fletch is hitting an ything
that it shouldn’ t.

2. Shooting with a mechanical release.  The best
and most consistent arrow flight is easier to get with
a mechanical release. W e all prefer hand-held re-
leases as opposed to wrist -str ap t ype releases. (W rist -
str ap releases work well with a good consistent trig-
ger pull. V ariations in y our trigger pull can affect
impact.)

3. Use a loop-on-the-string nocking point (D-
loop). We ha ve used string-loops ex clusiv ely for the
last 8 to 10 y ears because they giv e the best arrow
flight starting from the moment of release. They also
help to orient the peep sight in the string. Add a
release that works well with the string loop and that
is as good as it can get. F or hunting purposes, the
right release with a D-loop is v ery fast to load.

4. Arrow rest location with respect to nocking
point and the bow grip.  We all use fully micro-
adjustable arrowrests so that we can mo ve the ar -
row up , down, left, and right. None of our bows ha ve
ever preformed their best at factory center -shot.

5. Type of arrow rest can greatly affect arrow
flight.  Some bows will do better with an arrow rest
that pro vides side support to the arrow . In some bows
there is a left and right mo vement of the arrow on
the arrowrest that will cause the arrow to ride up on
the inside launcher prong which allows the fletch to
hit, bouncing the nock end off the rest. It is easy to
mistak e this problem for a too high or low nocking
problem. It is really a left and right problem and is
more easily dealt with by using a side-support arrow
rest. But if we ha ve prett y str aight arrow deliv ery ,
we really do lik e the fall- awa y rest. Maximum fletch
clear ance really does seem to tr anslate into the most
forgiving arrow deliv ery .

6. How straight the arrow is delivered by the
bow.  We ha ve found v ery few bows that really de-
liv er the arrow ev en close to a true str aight line.
Some will deliv er the arrow prett y str aight when mea-
sured in the up and down directions but precious
few will deliv er the arrow str aight when measured in
the left and right directions.

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WSAA Convention Report

The 2005 Washington State Archery Association was
held October 22-23 in Spokane Valley. President Den-
nis Jenkins and Secretary Shaun Johnston represented
the Club as delegates.  About 40 representatives from
around the state attended.

Dennis Jenkins was elected to the WSAA Board as
District #5 Trustee (our area).  There was no change
to the Officers of the WSAA Board.  Linda Parker will
serve another term as president.  Skookum put in bids
for a number of the state tournaments, but was only
awarded the state Target championship, which will be
held in late April.  This year there will also be 3 sites at
which to shoot the Indoor tournaments (western, cen-
tral, and eastern WA). Our closest site will be Silver
Arrow.

It was announced that the WSAA will enforce the 280
fps speed limit at the Safari and 3D championships.
There will be two chronographs on the course, with
one check at the beginning, and one random check
during the shoot.

The 2006 state shoot calendar was also established at
the convention.  Due to a flood of shoots on the week-
end we had intended to do our annual Dirty 30, we are
moving our Dirty 30 to January 7 & 8. So, it will be the
first 3-D tournament of the new year.

Serving on the Board

Consider serving on the 2006 Board of Directors of
Skookum Archers. President Dennis Jenkins will soon
be heading the annual Nominating Committee to so-
licit candidates for the 2006 Board of Directors.

Directors serve a one year term, but there is no limit to
the number of terms a member may serve. Board nomi-
nees must be Active (full) members at the time of nomi-
nation. If you are willing to serve on the Board in a
given capacity, contact President Dennis Jenkins (see
page 8 for list of positions, current Board members
and contact info.)

The Committee presents a list of candidates at the regu-
lar members meeting in November of each year, at
which time additional nominations are accepted. All can-
didates must acknowledge and accept nomination.
Nominations for individual positions remain open until
such time as the election of that Board position has
been completed. Elections are held at the annual meet-
ing in December of each year.

The cam lean has an affect on left and right nock
tr avel and b y aligning y our cams it can help mini-
miz e or str aighten y our left and right nock mo ve-
ment. (Just because it is a solo-cam does not mean
it has good str aight arrow deliv ery .)

7. Arrow spine and point weight.  If bows deliv -
ered arrows perfectly str aight, the arrow’ s stiffness
would not matter . Arrow spine matters because most
arrows are not deliv ered perfectly str aight. With the
spine matched to the bow , dr aw length, and dr aw
weight there can be a big difference in forgiv eness
and accur acy. Point weight affects arrow spine as
does arrow length. If the arrow is to stiff it will tend
to “bounce” off the rest instead of flowing through
the rest, and if the arrow is to limp it will try to
“wr ap” itself around the bow and be v ery err atic.
The str aighter the arrow is deliv ered b y the bow , the
less influence the stiffness of the arrow matters.

8. Good strong helical helps a lot.  A helical on
your v anes helps str aighten out y our arrow a lot faster
than str aight fletching. Meaning that the bad re-
leases, bad nock tr avel, or bad bow mo vements will
have a much smaller effect. (The larger the fletching
the quick er the arrow will correct itself ). A fall- away
rest mak es this work really well.

9. Aligning broadheads improves your accuracy.
We tak e care to spin our arrows on an arrow str aight -
ener and align the broadheads so they don’ t wobble.
The truer the broadheads are aligned the better y our
groups with y our broadheads will be.

10. Broadhead Alignment.  Broadhead flight can
also be affected by how the blades are oriented with
respect to the string when the arrow is nock ed. How
str aight the arrow is deliv ered b y the bow dictates
how sensitiv e the arrow flight is to blade orienta-
tion. Gener ally , three blade broadheads are easier
to work with and are less critical.

11. Arrow straightness matters.  When shooting
field points and especial ly broadheads, the
str aightness of the arrows has a big influence on
how well they group . Good str aight arrows can in-
crease the “effectiv e shooting” distance and pro vide
better hits on the close shots. Get the str aightest
arrow y ou can afford. (Don’ t tak e shortcuts when it
comes to the shots that are important.)
