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Analyzing Your Shot s After a Practice Round

1. Before you begin shooting, look at your target and make a mental “+” over it. This divides the target
into four quadrants with the X-ring as the center.

2. Shoot the course and keep score. On a sheet (scorecard), write the individual arrow scores (e.g. for
field 5, 4, 4, 3) and the total (16).
3. After you write in the number score on the score card for
each end, turn the card over and mark a / in the part of the
box that represents the quadrant the arrow was in. The only
time you do not record a / in a quadrant is if the arrow is in
the X-Ring.
4. After you have finished shooting all of your ends, and the
scorecard is marked, it is time to do the rest of the analysis.
Of course, if you are practicing, you could do this part of the
analysis every three or four ends. Count the number of “/”
marked in each quadrant (upper left, upper right, lower left,
and lower right.
5. For right-handed shooters , the quadrants generally
mean the following (keep in mind that there are lots of other
lesser causes, and that these are for experienced archers
who have fairly consistent form and execution):

Upper-left you peeked at the arrow in flight and did not
follow through on the shot. Your bow hand lifted to the left
before the arrow cleared the bow.

Upper-right You forced the shot. Release shooters trig-
gered the release while recurve shooters plucked the bow-
string.

Lower-right Weak shot. The draw-hand was creeping
forward before the arrow was released. This usually happens

when the archer is tired or held the draw past the point where they should have let down and
redrew.
Lower-left This quadrant is hit more at long distances than the shorter. To hit in here, either the
archer completely blew the shot or the arrow was pushed down by the wind.
6. For left-handed shooters , the quadrants generally mean the following (keep in mind that these notes
are for experienced archers who have a more consistent form):
- Upper-right you peeked at the arrow in flight and did not follow through on the shot. Your bow hand
lifted to the left before the arrow cleared the bow.
Upper-left You forced the shot. Release shooters triggered the release while recurve shooters
plucked the bowstring.
Lower-left Weak shot. The draw-hand was creeping forward before the arrow was released. This
usually happens when the archer is tired or held the draw past the point where they should have let
down and redrew.
Lower-right This quadrant is hit more at long distances than the shorter. To hit in here, either the
archer completely blew the shot or the arrow was pushed down by the wind.

There are many things you can do with the information garnered above. The simplest is to determine if you
are having a form problem or are simply in need of an equipment adjustment. For example, suppose a right-
handed archer had shot seven arrows in the upper-left quadrant. This would tell us that the archer was prob-
ably peeking at where the arrows were landing. He should try to concentrate on his follow-through.

Directions to BL Senior Center: From SR 512 or SR 167: Take the SR 410 East Exit. As you go up the hill
towards Bonney Lake, turn left at the first stop light (AM/PM and Diary Queen). Follow road (Old Sumner
Buckley Hwy) past fire station and post office to the first stop light (Locust Ave.). Turn left onto Locust.
Follow Locust north about 1 mile to Bonney Lake Blvd. Turn right. Follow ¥ mile to Senior Center/City Hall
complex. Note: if you run into Lake Tapps, you have gone three blocks too far.
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Breathing and Shot Execution

There are several theories as to
how to breathe during your shot ex-
ecution to maximize your chances
for the X-ring. Some of the theo-
ries were spelled out in an article
in Archery Focus magazine by
Leighton Tyau. One theory holds
that the archer should breathe in
during the draw and exhale half-way after reaching full
anchor, as this enhances relaxation and facilitates aim-
ing. Another theory has the archer breathing in during
the pre-draw phase and exhaling during the draw. A
third theory holds that you should breathe in before
the draw, and exhale after full draw. You must keep
some of your breath in the lungs, that is you exhale
until your lungs reach natural air content. To do this,
breathe in deeply and then relax the diaphragm letting
the air out naturally rather than forcefully. Afourth theory
is not to think about breathing at all, as it is part of your
natural everyday existence. Your shot execution should
be as natural as possible, and deliberately changing
your breathing pattern during your shot is un-natural
and thus difficult to duplicate the same on each shot.

An advantage of the first theory is that you will feel a
sense of strength during the draw and, in theory, be
able to execute the draw with strength. In addition, the
exhalation strength that continues through the draw
phase. Upon reaching the transfer/loading phase the
out breath relaxes the archer, facilitating aiming. De-
liberate exhaling relaxes the body. The first method is
very difficult. You must breathe in while the muscles
are under strain. As for the second and third methods,
both are well argued and each has their advantages.
If the out breath occurs right before the aiming period,
it provides for a more stable shot. Try all four methods
and see which helps you shoot better.

Most adults do not use the full capacities of our lungs
to breathe, using only a fraction of the available lung
capacity. If you watch a child or sleeping adult breathe,
you will notice that the stomach moves in and out. This
in-out motion is due to the diaphragm expanding and
contracting allowing the lungs to reach their full capac-
ity. In order to breathe like this, you must relax your
abdominal muscles, let your stomach expand and think
of breathing down into your stomach. With enough
practice, you will be breathing like this regularly.
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Commission approves new incentives

to open private lands to hunting

VANCOUVER, Wash. — A new, three-part strategy to
encourage private landowners to open their lands to
hunting won unanimous approval by the Washington
Fish and Wildlife Commission at a meeting here Nov.
18-19. Concerned about the steady loss of private
lands open to hunting in Washington state,
commissioners adopted a policy that provides new
incentives for timber companies and other
landowners to open their gates to hunters. It also
imposes tougher penalties on hunters who take
game from private lands without permission.
Specifically, the new hunter-access policy will:

Authorize the Washington Department of Fish
and Wildlife (WDFW) to provide incentives to
landowners to open lands the department
considers especially important in maintaining
hunting opportunities. Implementation of this
provision is subject to legislative approval of a
$5 surcharge on hunting licenses.

Allow landowners under contract with the
Washington Department of Fish and Wildlife
(WDFW) to sell a certain number of permits
to hunters, provided they open their lands to
other randomly-drawn, licensed hunters.

Subject hunters who take game without
permission from lands enrolled in the new
hunting-access program to the same penal-
ties imposed on those who take game out of
season. For poaching big-game species such
as deer and elk, penalties will run as high as
$5,000 and a year in jail.

“We recognize that landowners who allow hunting on
their lands can incur significant costs for everything
from security to litter control,” said Commission
Chairman Ron Ozment. “This new policy is designed
to help them meet those costs and provide them with
other incentives to open their gates to hunters.”

If the state Legislature approves the $5 license
surcharge next year, the department will also be able
to expand the access program into western Wash-
ington and provide more signs, gates, parking areas
and enforcement on private lands open to hunting,
said Dave Ware, WDFW game manager. “More than
half of Washington’s land base is now in private
ownership,” Ware said. “We have to reach out to
private landowners if we want to maintain hunting
opportunities in this state.”

Wednesday eve-
nings will be the official shoot
night (5pm & 7pm starting times),
although make-ups can be done
at other times, provided there are
sufficient archers for double
scoring. Costs include a on-time registration fee plus a
weekly range fee. The tournament registration cost is $10
for adults, $17 for husband/wife, $8 for young adults, $5
for cubs, & peewees shoot free. The range fee is $5.00
per shooter per week. WSAA awards will be presented to
winners. Must shoot 6 time between December 1st and
January 31st to qualify. A registration form is available at
Great Northwest Archery and the club house, and must
be sent in by December 15th.
