A slight change in membership dues was ap-
proved by the Board at the April meeting, effec-
tive May 1,2006.  The change is intended to en-
courage more members to become Active Mem-
bers and get more involved at the club and range.

Active Adult membership dues have been re-
duced from $95 per year to $85 per year.  The
maximum allowable work credit discount is 26
volunteer hours at $2.5 per hour. Thus, by put-
ting in 26 volunteer hours at the range (helping
on shoots, maintaining the range, etc.), dues can
be reduced to $20/year.

Active Adult Family membership dues have been
reduced from $130 per year to $120 per year.
The maximum allowable work credit discount is
32 volunteer hours at $2.5 per hour. Thus, by
putting in 32 volunteer hours at the range (help-
ing on shoots, maintaining the range, etc.), fam-
ily dues can be reduced to $40/year.

There was no change to the Associate Adult
Membership dues.  They remain at $60 per year.
However, each additional family member is now
$20 per additional family member.  Youth Asso-
ciate dues remain at $35 per year.

Associate membership is essentially a range
pass, while Active members can use the club
house, covered Clubhouse Range (10, 20, 30,
25, 40, 45, & 50 yard targets), free 3-D Satur-
days (1st round), voting rights, and other misc.
benefits.

Arrow Wraps Q & A

Thinking about
sprucing up your
shafts with some ar-
row wraps? Here are
a few of the common
Q&A regarding arrow
wraps.

Q-1- How do you
apply arrow wraps?

A-1- 1st you prep the arrow by removing all debris
from shaft, Clean w/ acetone, denatured alcohol. Let
dry. Next, Lay the wrap sticky side up. (Design
direction is up to you. (There is no wrong way for the
design to face.) Take shaft and line it up going down
the shaft and roll applying even pressure while
rolling.

Q-2- Does it matter if the wrap overlaps a bit?
A-2- No, A wrap should overlap a little bit (1/16" –1/
8") to ensure no separation during expanding and
contracting do to hot and cold exposure.

Q-3- Can you put
fletching over the
edge of where the
wrap overlaps
itself?
A-3- Yes you can.
Put the cock
fletching in that
spot, if you are
concerned about

the balance issues. Either way it doesn’t make a
difference. It is a matter of personal preference.

Q-4- How do you remove the wraps? Do you use hot
water to loosen them first?
A-4- You can use hot water, Hair dryer, or a razor
blade EZ Strip. Once again it comes down to per-
sonal preference and what you feel most comfortable
with. NOTE: Before you re-wrap arrow make sure all
adhesive is removed off the shaft after wrap is taken
off.

Q-5- Before re-fletching a wrap would you also have
to remove and apply a brand new wrap before you
could re-fletch an arrow that had a wrap on it?
A-5- Yes, You must remove all that is on a used shaft
so that there is no debris, Making it a perfect surface
for adhesion.

Q-6- How much
does the average
wrap weigh?
A-6- Wraps weigh
anywhere from 3.9 -
25.4 grains
On solid wraps the
pigment and the ma-
terial varies causing
the difference in
w e i g h t .

Q-7- How long do
the wraps last for?
A-7- Depending on how much and how well you shoot,
what rest you use and how you take care of your equip-
ment determines how long the wraps last for.

Q-8- What do you clean the wraps with before you fletch
you arrows?
A-8- Only use water or a dry rag!!!!!!! Using any chemi-
cal based cleaner may cause ink to be removed. This
goes for any brand of wraps you purchase anywhere.

Q-9- What type of material are your wraps made of?
A-9- Wraps are generally made of HP vinyl. This Vinyl
is made for boat and vehicle lettering/graphics.

With the warmer weather, the grass and weeds
at the range are starting to grow at a rapid pace.
We need workers to help keep the weeds,
blackberries, and other growth from overtaking
the shooting lanes.

If you need volunteer hours, spend some time
keeping the shooting lanes clear!!  And when
you shoot the walk-through courses this spring
and summer, take a heavy arrow shaft along
with you and knock back the growth as you walk
around the course.

There are also a number of trees that have fallen
on the course from the wind storms.  Active
members are welcome to cut up the fallen trees
for fire wood.  Make sure you only use the fallen
trees; can’t cut down any other trees for fire-
wood.

Before going out to practice,
have a goal in mind. Not
score, but form.  Have an idea
of what you want to work on
that day. Maybe it’s relaxing
the bow arm or following
through, whatever it is have a
plan for the day. Try not to clut-
ter your mind with too many
things.  Once you have your
mind made up on what it is you
will practice, take about 5-10
minutes and just visualize
yourself performing the task.
Visualizing only 10 minutes
can be as effective as 100 ar-
rows shot if done properly.
Really see the shot and the
technique, even feel the
muscles working as you visu-
alize. This sets your mind up
and prepares the mind for the
practice session, it knows
what it will be working on.

You
are responsible for replacing the Target Face when needed, picking-up trash in your shooting lane, and reporting mainte-
nance that needs to be done to the Grounds Chair, and reporting any range work (target shed, shooting bales or shooting
stakes) that needs to be done to the Range Chair. Replacement targets can be acquired by contacting the Pro-Shop.  Please
do not replace targets until they need it; typically this means that the center scoring area is shot out.  Also, we can all pitch in
on replacing the target faces on the flat range.  Thanks for working together!
