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Notes from the December All Member Meeting

The annual business meeting was Thursday DecembBerAproximately 43 members were in attendance, including all of the
board members except Kurt Allen who was-ofistate on business.

President's Report Steve reported that JOAD has 11 members, and that4dearthery club that uses the range is at 32 mem-
bers.

Treasurer's ReportThe Club has just under $25,000 in checking, savings, and certificates of deposit (CD). The loan balance on th
Pro Shop building is $92,800. The Club took in $48,000 in income this year. We spent $50,328.

Membership Report VicePresident Mullins reported that there are 140 households, and 178 total members, of which 137 are
active memberships.

Activities. Activities Director John Littau reported that the annbraitallation and Awards Banquewould be held Sat. Jan % at

the Bonney Lake Senior Center. All life and active members were invited to attend. Prices were set at free for childrewé&rand

Membership Fee StructureThe majority of members preferred leaving the Associate fee as is but limiting the number of years a
person can be an Associate to 1 or 2 years at the discretion of the Board.

Disabled Crossbow Hunters Use of Rangjbe majority sentiment was not to open the range to any type of crossbow use.
Major Spending ProposalsThe only major spending proposal approved for 2009 was $2,000 for broadhead butts or materials.

Proposed Change to Bylaw 5.2.2t has been proposed to increase the spending limit without membership approval from $1,500
to $2,000, and to allow a waiver of member approval in case of an emergency (damage from fire, theft, storm, etc.) whkh it wo
be impractical to wait for the annual meeting in order to act. Members wanted to vote on both provisions separately.wWwilatter
be brought forward in separate sections at a future membership meeting.

Club Logo RevisionThe vast majority of members voted to retain the longstanding Club logo.
