An-
other item of importance is it is super important that we fill the position of Grounds 
Director, Our range has suffered as a result of our extraordinary former Grounds Di-
rector Pat Fernandez resigning his position for health reasons, If ANYONE can step 
up to take this position we would be very grateful. Nominations can occur all the 
way up until the vote at the December all member meeting.

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Highlights from the November Board Meeting 

December 15th is the deadline to submit an application to receive a hunting award at the annual banquet.  Submit animal infor-
mation, picture, and write-up to Andy Ludwig. 

The Board set Saturday January 16th as the date for the Annual Banquet and Installation of Officers.  The cost was set at $10 
per adult plate. It will again be at the Bonne Lake Senior Center. 

Skookum was awarded the State Target Championship tournament at the recent WSAA Convention. Chris Ray was elected as 
District 5 trustee, and Andy Ludwig was selected as the Executive Trustee at-large, a new position. 

The Club has signed a contract with the Sportsmen Show to again host the archery booth. There is no fee. The show will be 
Jan. 27-31 and the Club will again need many volunteers to make this work. Volunteer hours will count toward membership dis-
count. The Board will determine next meeting whether to have a bow raffle this time or not. 

It was determined to leave the dues structure as is, and not put any proposal forward to the Annual Meeting. 

The Board discussed a proposal to create a new board position of Business Manager. All voted aye, Ludwig abstained.  It was 
determined that the function was needed, but that a business/strategic plan should be developed by a committee and not a new 
director. Ros moved/Dissen 2nd to create a committee to develop a business/strategic plan to consist of 2 officers, 2 directors, and 
1 Active Member. 

The Board discussed a proposal from President Hines to change the term of office for the officers (Executive Committee). He 
proposed that the officers serve 2 year terms in order to provide more stability and continuity. He proposed that the president and 
secretary be elected in even years, and the vice-president and treasurer elected in odd years. 

Cooper Ewing proposed that Bylaw 2.1.2 be changed such that all members of an Active Family who contribute work hours 
have those hours credited toward membership renewal. Right now the by-laws state that only the adults in the family get credit for 
volunteer work hours. It was noted that several teenagers of Active families work many valuable hours, and it should be clear that 
they receive credit for the hours. 

Annual Business Meeting.  The Board reviewed a number of items that will be put to the membership at the Annual Meeting De-
cember, including: Annual election of officers; Term of office change for Executive Committee (officers); Grant work hour credit to 
all members of an Active Family who put in work hours; and raising from $1,500 to $2,000 the expenditure amount the Board can 
approve without a membership vote. Bylaw 5.2.2 limits expenditures that the Board can make to $1,500.  It has been more than a 
decade since this limit was raised.
