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Highlights from the December Board Meeting and All Member Meeting 

4-H Use of Range.  The Board authorized the local Black Hawk 4-H archery club to use the range to host the State 4-H archery tournament 
next year April 24th (tentative). They expect 75 participants. Each would pay the Club range fee. The 4-H will provide comprehensive liabil-
ity insurance. 

President Hines reported that the basic hunter education course the club sponsored was very successful. If we host several more next 
year, we will be in a good position to get a $5,000 shooting range grant after next year.  The Board agreed to make the club house avail-
able next year for a number of hunter education courses. 

Annual Banquet.  The annual banquet will be held Sat. Jan. 16th at the Bonney Lake Senior Center. The catered menu for the annual ban-
quet is prime rib, stuffed chicken, salad, side dish, and dessert.  Cost for each member is $10 per plate. The Club is subsidizing a portion of 
the meal cost. A copy of the banquet registration form is in the Smoke Signal. 

 Sportsmen Show. The show at the Puyallup fairgrounds will be Jan. 27-31 and the Club will again need many volunteers to make this 
work. Volunteer hours will count toward membership discount. Mike Ros is in charge of the setup and takedown. Kathleen Sykora is in 
charge of the volunteer instructors. Contact Kathleen to volunteer. 

 

At the December 10th Annual Membership Meeting, the membership voted on 4 proposed changes to the bylaws, as described below.  All 
4 proposals passed. 

Term of office change (from 1 year to 2 years) for the Executive Committee (officers); 

Raising from $1,500 to $2,000 the expenditure amount the Board can approve without a membership vote; 

Authorizing the Board to exceed the expenditure limit in order to make emergency expenditures under certain circumstances; 

Grant work hour credit to all members (12 and up) of an Active Family who put in work hours

The membership has shifted this year in both total numbers and demographics. We went from 140 households to 161 as per reported

This year the Skookum Archery Club has been extremely busy from an administration stand 
point. The board of directors has been focusing on the growth of the club as a business entity 
while trying to preserve the traditions, values and community that the original Skookum Archery 
founders hoped for. We inherited two specific goals from the previous board of directors. The 
first is to improve the financial status of the club and the other is to improve the facility for the 
membership.  With this in mind, our intent was to move our club forward to meet this proper-
ties full potential by identifying and introducing programs that meet the stated purpose of our 
organization, prioritizing facility improvements and to adopting policies and procedures that all 
members will follow.  

We started the year off with our focus on a serious concern, the clubs kitchen. Another archery 
club in the area was temporarily closed due to unsanitary conditions while serving food to the 
public. As Skookum Archery Club is one of the largest archery clubs in the state, and it was obvi-
ous that there were numerous rat and mouse droppings on the preparation counter on a contin-
ual base, we recognized that it was only a matter of time before we too could be in the same 
situation. Luckily Bryan Dissen, our clubs tournament director volunteered to redo the kitchen 
for the membership at no charge.  He spent numerous hours tearing out old materials, removing 
dead rodent carcasses, securing donation items and putting together an amazing kitchen. The 
effort that he and his family volunteered to do for the project is greatly appreciated. The passing 
of our counties health food inspection is our reward. 

Another project the board was put in charge of was the redoing of the broad head bales. It was 
suggested and voted upon as an increased benefit to the active membership, to remove the 
foam bales on the public flat range and place foam targets in the members range for use. Al-
though the project was not completed within our deadline, we hope that the active membership 
will enjoy the extra privacy of using foam bales in the enclosed range.   

We hosted numerous tournaments that saw a variety of participation from club tournaments all 
the way to state tournaments. Numerous archers had an opportunity to enjoy Skookum Archery 
Clubs facility. We hosted other events for charitable purposes including the Cancer Benefit 
Shoot, the State Games of Washington and the Washington State Senior games. Organizations 
such as the SCA and Blackhawk 4H program were granted permission to utilize Skookum Archery 
Club for their events. Hosting these events at our facility will help Skookum Archery Club during 
the up and coming year when we are seeking grant approval.   

Our JOAD program and Thursday night public shoot continued to see an increase in participation 
and helped grow our membership base over than what we have seen in years past. We even 
hosted a hunting education class and Halloween Shoot that members participated in. 

Throughout the year the board developed new policies including a Financial Policy to help better 
keep track of spending, a Tree Harvesting policy to prevent thefts of native shrubs and the unso-
licited cutting of trees on the property, a Camping Policy, Club House Use and Members Range 
Policy to better organize our common practices, and a Key Control procedure to help manage 
the assets of the club. 

Not everything is the perfect situation yet but I feel that we are a lot closer in organizing our club 
towards a larger and stronger archery facility. 

I would like to thank the outgoing board members for their years of service to the membership. 
Andy Ludwig is stepping down from the communications position to take on the paper target 
captain position and Don Morrison is stepping down from the Secretary position.

We are responsible for replacing Target Faces when needed, picking-up trash in your shooting lane, and reporting 
maintenance that needs to be done to the Grounds Chair, especially be aware of low hanging branches or any dangerous trees and reporting any 
range work (target shed, shooting bales or shooting stakes) that needs to be done to the Range Chair. Replacement target location will be dis-
closed during orientation. Please do not replace targets until they need it; typically this means that the center scoring area is shot out. Also, we 
can all pitch in on replacing the target faces on the flat range. Thanks for working together!
